And he was saying, “ Jesus, remember me when
You comein Your kingdom!” And He said to him,
“Truly | say to you, today you shall be with Mein
Paradise. Luke 23:42,43

There is more to this scene than a dying man’s conversion.
There is more than a dying Savior’s promise. Jesus said,
“Today!” There is nothing more relevant than today. Jesus
said, “you shall be with Me!” There is nothing more important
than our relationship to God. Whatever heaven (or Paradie) is
— it iswhere God is. You can’'t want to go to heaven and not
want to be around God! Jesus said, “in Paradise!”. There can
be nothing morereal than spending eternity with your Creator in
a place that He has prepared.  Jesus made a commitment to that
dying thief which was relevant, relational and real.
